Foot Steps of The Programme & Exhibition
“ Friendly Relationship Through Pictures *“

This programme had started as the basic activity of exchange of children’s paintings drawn at their art
classes between Malysia and Japan. It was started in 1987 and since then twice a year paintings from both
countries have been exchanged and this programme had developed further to two activities namely “Public
Exhibition in Each Country” and * Exchange of Students”.

Basic Programme ( Exchange of Paintings - 24 times since 1987 )

MAY Library (Pte) visits Malaysia twice a year for hand to hand exchange of the pictures between Malaysia
and Japan. It was initiated by Mrs. Fumiko Oike, President of MAY Library (Pte) in 1987 between SJK(C)
Chung Hwa A in Penang and SR Asaka Daiyon, Asaka, Japan. The pictures exchanged are the works of
pupils in art lessons in schools and they are exhibited in the participating schools. The paintings from Malaysia
are kept in MAY Library for public exhibitions as well as on loan to other bodies and NGO. In Malaysia this
programme is jointly organised by Jabatan Pendidikan Pulau Pinang (JPPP) and now it has expanded to
Jabatan Pendidikan Wilayah Persekutuan, Selangor State organised by Pejabat Pendidikan Daerah Ulu
Selangor and Gombak. In Japan, under the cooperation of The Board of Education Asaka-city, ali schools (
9 primary and 5 secondary )participate as International Understanding Education and it 1s now expanded to
other cities and prefectures.

Developed Programme 1 ( Public Exhibition - 6th in Malaysia and 11th in Japan)

In accordance with the requests “not only in the participating schools” and “more paintings for public
exhibition”, a big public exhibition had started since 1988 biennually (odd year in Penang and even year in
Japan). The exhibitions in Penang are jointly organised by JPPP and MAY and managed by the Committee in
JPPP with the cooperation of Consulate General of Japan. The 5th Exhibition of 10th anniversary of this
programme in 1997 had been developed to the 1st Exhibition in Kuala Lumpur under the cooperation of The
Japén Foundation.

The 6th Exhibition in Malaysia this year has ignited to tour exhibition from Penang to Kuala Lumpur KLCC
ISETAN Gallery, Selangor State, Gombak and Ulu Selangor and is included as one of the programme in
“JAPAN FESTIVAL IN MALAYSIA ‘99"

Developed Programme 2 (Exchange of School Children)

For realizing children's comments “hoping for the chance of meeting the children who draw the pictures”
Exchange of School Children in terms of study tour and home stay had started inn 1992 iy which 18 children
from Penang visited Asaka, Japan. In return 19 children from Asaka,Japan came to Penang in 1985. Both
parties from Asaka anu Malaysiaare working hand in hand for the 3rd Student Exchange i e Coining years.'
